Arrival Procedures/Temperature Taking /Building Entry

Students will enter via three exterior doors, based on how they arrive to school:

1) The entry by the Spartan Gym/Weight room is for students dropped off by parents
2) The rear bus loop at the side PAC door for students arriving by bus
3) The tower by the student parking lot for students driving themselves

Note: Students arriving late (after 7:55am) will need to go to the main entrance of the

school, as indicated on the map below.
A Masks are required for everyone entering Skyl.
A All students will be required to have their temperature taken daily via a hand -held

forehead scanner. Temperatures must be below 100.4 degrees to enter.
A Please maintain6 feet of social distancing while waiting to enter the building and use

your designated entrance.
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Attestation

To ensure students are healthy and free of any Covid 19 symptoms, a daily attestation will be
required. An attestation is a form with questions
complete and submit an electronic form. We will review and check off completion to ensure all

our students are in good health with no known symptoms or recent exposure to Covid 19.

Completing this form prior to arrival will expedite the arrival process for all students.

Upon clearing the attestation process, families will be sent a message confir mi
eligibility to enter the building. Students will show this message to SHS staff upon their arrival to

school prior to entering the building (see image below) Please either forward your student the

confirmatio n email or provide a screenshot of this confirmation each day.

1 Staff will verify all student attestations have been completed daily. A student will not be
permitted inside the building without a completed attestation form.
9 Students will wear a mask atall times while on campus.
0 Students will be provided with two ISD cloth masks on their first day of in -person
learning.
0 Masks will be provided if a student arrives to campus without one.
9 As students arrive,staff will meet students at the door to confirm t hat the student has
completed the attestation prior to entering the building.
9 If a student has not completed the attestation, they will complete a paper attestation. QR
codes may also be used following instructions provided by your building administrators.
o If a student does not clear the attestation process, families will be contacted, and
the student will be escorted to the isolation room.

1 Once students clear the temperature station, students will receive a stamp on their hand,
marking their clearance.
1 Upon receiving their approval stamp, students will move directly to their assigned
classroom.

How will attendance be taken?

If a student needs to stay home for any reason on their assigned day, she/he/they should attend

virtually if well enough to do so. They will be marked present for virtual attendance just as they

are now. The process for reporting asynchronous attendance (outside the scheduled school
day)isunchanged . Go t o your school ds website to see the
office or use the parent attendance button on our Skyline homepage.

Classroom Environment :

Upon return to in -person learning, students will find that some procedures and the physical set
up of the classroom may look different to keep everyone healthy. What students and families
will find to be the same as they have experienced in the past is a warm welcoming teacher who
is eager to greet students each day, develop relationships, promote community building and
socialemotional learning, and provide quality instruction .

To keep everyone healthy, below are some of the COVID mitigation proceduresstudents can
expect to see,and be asked to follow, in their classroom:

1 Ifyou are feeling ill, stay home

9 Students and the teachers will wear masks at all times.

1 The arrangement of student desks will look different than they may have experienced in
the past. To assist in setting upclassrooms with required physical distancing, our district
operations and facilities department used spacing templates in setting up all our
classrooms to ensure the recommended guidance of 6 feet of physical distancing
between students while seated at their desks was followed.

ALL desks and tables will be disinfected nightly.

There will be no shared materials. Students will store their own supplies

Frequent handwashing and hand sanitizing will occur.

High touch points such as doorknobs and railings within the building will receive
continuous cleaning throughout the day.

***Students are encouraged to bring a personal water bottle that they can fill at sink in the
classroom. Drinking fountains in the halls will be closed. If a refill is needed, please use the
bathroom sink.

What should my high school student bring to school?

9 Attestation completed; high school students will be allowed to complete their own
1 A well-fitting, clean mask
0 Students are required to wear a cloth face covering or acceptable alternative,
which includes a surgical style disposable mask. (Current guidances that the
mask must be of multiple layers and fit snugly over the nose, along the cheeks, to
under the chin.)
0 Students may remove face coverings to eat and drink (see lunch details below).
0 Students are expected wear their own face covering to school, ircluding when
riding on a school bus. Cloth face coverings must comply with school dress code

Schools
may be able to provide face coverings for students who forget to wear one to
school.
o0 Each Skyline student will be issued two (2) Issaquah School District masks upon
their return to campus.
o Disposable masks are available for students if they arrive to campus without a
mask.
9 District issued laptop if student is using one at home
Other personal technology if it assists student with schoolwork
1 Any other preferred school supplies: there will be no sharing of materials allowed out of
an abundance of caution
9 Wear clothing that fits the season and the weather and dress in layers
0 Buses will ransport students with the windows down regardless of exterior
weather.
0 You may have a class that is held outdoors, especially if you are currently
registered for PE or music
0 You may be eating outdoors as well

Will there be assemblies?

Assemblies and gatheings will be limited to classroom groups and may happen in the

classroom with the teacher; we have done assemblies in this way in the past, especially when we
wanted to foster discussion on a topic. Some of our students will already be familiar with this
format. Large assemblies/meetings will occur virtually to limit interactions of students. Physical
distancing should be maintained to the extent reasonably possible.

What will music classes look like?

District office staff read and followed the national guidance on methods for music instruction.
We researched PPE using this guidance and with colleagues around the state who were already
in-person and worked collaboratively with our music teachers to identify preferred PPE for
student musicians. We began this process in late February and settled on the items to order in
early March based on current headcounts and instruments types for students enrolled in music
classes, both choir and instrumental. There will be additional physical spacing between students
in music classrooms and music output including singing will be limited to not more than 30
minutes per class period. Please see your music teacher for more information.

What will my student do if one of his/her/their teachers is unable to teach in -person?

We have a plan to have staff who are unassigned that period to supervise students who may be
virtually accessing a teacher who musngpetiotdach of f

Restrooms:

Restrooms will be closely monitored and sanitized throughout the day. Students will use the
closest restroom. Students will be permitted to go to the restroom as needed, provided that all
restroom procedures are followed. Restrooms will have a limited capacity and a procedure for
waiting. Some stalls will be marked closed.

Before leaving their classroom for any reason, all students will wash their hands or use
sanitizer.

Upon arrival at the bathroom, students will check the bathroom to see if there is space.

Health Room Needs:
1 We will have two locations to care for ill or injured students.
0 Health Room: will be used to care for students who are injured or for other
reasons not related to COVID-19 symptoms
o Quarantine/lsolation Room:  will be used for students who have a symptom or
signs of iliness that are known COVID 19 symptoms.
1 In both the Health Room and the Quarantine Room, there will be space for social
distancing.
9 Itis especially important that students experiencing possible COVID symptoms are
picked up promptly .

Water Fountain Use : Due to current safety guidelines, hallway water fountains will not be in
use. We encourage studentsto bring their own filled water bottles. If necessary, students
may fill their bottles from the classroom or bathroom sink.

Lunches:

Physical distancing will berequired. Administrators will need to know where students were
during lunch in the event of any contact tracing that might need to be completed. Students
should be able to identify the general area if we need to find out what area they were sitting in,
for the purposes of contact tracing (Upper Commons, Lower CommonQlympic Gym, or
Stadium)

Students may bring their own lunch or get a school lunch as they have in the past, but students
may NOT share food with fellow students. There will not be any communal microwaves available
for use. Any student ordering food to the school will need to meet the delivery person at the
curb, as outside visitorswill not be allowed in the building.

Students will be allowed to eat in designated space on campus(Upper Commons, Lower
Commons, Olympic Gym, or Stadiunp and Juniors and Seniors will still be allowed to leave.
Students may not eat lunch in classrooms, hallways, thdibrary, or any other non-designated
campus space.

**Students must stay six feet apart in the line and keep their mask on until they are seated in
their lunch space.

9 There will be no saladbar.

1 Condiments will be pre-packaged.

9 The meal for the day will be set up. Students will simply grab and go.

9 Lunch will be at no cost so, therefore no money will be exchange and no keypads
used.

9 There will be no a la carte lunch and no selfservice.

Visitor s/VVolunteers :

To provide the safest environment possible for our students and staff members, only Skyline
High School students and staff members will be allowed in the building once in person learning
resumes. We love our volunteers and appreciate our amazing and supportive parent
involvement. We cannot wait to welcome parents back into the building in the future. In the
meantime, we will implement the following:

1 Parents and family members of students will not be allowed in the building. We
appreciate your understanding and cooperation.

1 If you need assistance, or need to drop off or pick-up materials, please contact the main
office to schedule an appointment.

1 Only district approved visitors will be allowed on campus during Hybrid Instruction.



1 We will not be inviting special guests, guest speakers,volunteers, or other community
members to the school.

Isolation Room :

To ensure safety of everyone in the building, any student exhibiting signs of iliness will be taken
to an Isolation Room. The Isolation Room isa ticket booth in the SHS Stadium. Should any
student exhibit signs of COVID-19, school administration will contact those in close contact with
the student. For privacy reasons, student names will not be given.

1 If a student is feeling ill or showing signs of iliness, the classroom teacher will notify
administration and the school nurse, who will accompany the student to the Isolation
Room.

1 While in the Isolation Room, our COVID supervisor/school nurse will follow the
Department of Public Health COVID-19 Screening Flowchart:

1 Any areas of contact will be immediately deep cleaned and disinfected.

91 Parents will be called for pickup or to give permission for the student to be released.

Walkers or drive to school:  Students who walk home or drive to school are to walk to the
nearest exit of the building to head to their car or off campus.

Car pickup: If you are picking up your student, please do so from the car by joining the car
pickup line. Please do not park your car and walk up to pick up your student. All cars need to
use the carlane. Once exiting the building, students will proceed directly to their car. If
students need to wait for their car to pull up, the y are standing spaced 6 feet apart.

Safety drills will continue to be conducted monthly.

If exiting the building is necessary, teachers and staff will guide students to have distance
between them in line as they walk silently.

When lined up outside (fire or earthquake evacuation), staff will help students to spread
out 6ft apart and follow all regular evacuation expectations.

Modified lockdown: students remain working, pull blinds.

Full lockdown: move to a less visible location; Prioritize safety of lives over distancing in
real-life situations.

Shelter in Place: students remain work, clogs doors, windows, etc.
